Of course there are always things to improve 
but this first year has showed it works and it also shuts all those comments and suspicions between 
the drivers when we were still driving our own tires but without additives.

Noise testing. 
Noise level testing will be a fact for 2014. The first year will be to show the drivers their level, without 
any punishment (providing there is nothing as regards modifications or a muffler that comes off), but 
from 2015 on we will start penalize drivers that are making too much noise. Slowly we will bring the 
level down every year little by little. 
The system has proven itself already for 2 years in Large Scale and was also used in Lostallo during 
the World Championship. It is a combination of a dB meter connected to a loop with a program that 
registers every passing of a car. 
All IC classes will use such a same system to check noise levels in the 2014 season
